Bilva leaves are fOT to Lord Shiva and offering
them with devotion is believed to fulfill wishes
and remove negativity.

Chant “Om Namah Shivaya”

Chanting this powerful mantra regularly
brings mental peace, spiritual growth, and
strengthens your connection with Lord Shiva.

Observe Fasting (Vrat)

Fasting on this day reflects discipline and
devotion, helping purify the body while
focusing the mind on spiritual practices.
